46785. Take 1-469 to IN-37, turn East for 10.06 miles, bear
Left on State Road 101(IN-1) 4.6 miles, turn Right on E
County Road 64S, arrive at destination on Left.

Test Site: Turn right on County Road 64 to State Road 1,
turn Left, go 1.38 miles to Auburn St, furn Right, go .76
miles, continue on E County Road 68, go 7.15 miles,
arrive at destination on Right.



Drawing Of Entries For TD Test:

September 22, 2010 at 7:00 PM EDT
A drawing to fill entry limits will be held at the Allen County
Fairgrounds, 2726 Carroll Road, Fort Wayne, IN. The drawing shall
be random among all entries received except that preference
will be given to dogs that do not hold a TD title. When the
advertised limit has been drawn, all remaining entries shall be
drawn and assigned a position on the alternate list in the order in
which they were drawn. Following the draw, the test secretary will
aftempt to contact all entrants and advise them of the outcome
within 48 hours. E-mail and telephone inquiries are welcomed.
TD certification must accompany each entry for any dog that has
not previously passed an AKC Tracking Dog test.

Upon nofification, alternates shall have the option of accepting or refusing the
opportunity to participate in the test. In the event an accepted entry is absent on
the day of the test, the first alternate entry present according to the order in which
they were drawn shall assume the vacant position.

Entry Information
No entry fees will be refunded except the entry fee for an entry that pulls before
the closing date; or an entry and/or alternate that does not participate when
another alternate is present to replace him/her prior to the track draw. No entries
will be accepted which require a signature for delivery. Entries will not be
accepted without fee. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The
Test Secretary will add the fee charged by the bank to the amount of each
retfurned check. Faxed, telephone, E-mail, and unsigned entries cannot be
accepted. Entries not on an official AKC form and photocopies of entry forms
without the Agreement and Rules on the reverse side of the official AKC entry
forms are not acceptable. No refunds for duplicate entries or errors on entry
blanks. Owners are responsible for errors in filling out entry forms and no entry fee
will be refunded in event of such errors or cancellation of entries after the
published closing date.

Bitches in season may participate in this test in accordance with Chapter 2,
Section 8 of the AKC Tracking Regulations. Entry fees and certifications shall be
refurned in accordance with Chapter 1, Section 12 of the AKC Tracking
Regulations. Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent,
disqualified, excused by Judge or barred from competition by action of Tracking
Committee. If because of riotfs, civil disturbances, or acts beyond control of
FWOTC and/or the Tracking Committee it is impossible to open or to complete the
test, no refund of entry fee will be made.
